Conference theme:

In this workshop, through the visual language, there will be presented elements that bind the
bidirectional interactive process of creative interaction of Greek and Austrian art. More
specifically, we will investigate the influence of Austrian painting in contemporary Greek artistic
way of thinking and creation. At the same time, we will focus on the dialogue between Gustav
Klimt and Byzantine art, also on effects he had by ancient eastern artistic traditions and the
Greek mythology. In addition, another matter that will be pored over is the choice of the
establishment of the goddess Athena as a dynamic symbol of personification of wisdom,
where, through her threatening sanctity, she expresses the idealism, the artistic struggle and
the aesthetic perception of "Secession". Having the sacred site of Delphi as meeting point,
where the most important religious center in ancient times was founded and flourished, but also
through its intertemporal correlations with the Dodoni sanctuary, we will approach in a
kaleidoscopic way various touring testimonials related to this holy place in a timeless encounter
with the landscape.
